We suggest you wear clothing appropriate for poison ivy, insects including 

ticks, and muddy ground in some areas.   

Moderate level hike, some short steep areas at Barton’s Cove. 
 

Directions:  Take turn off Rt 2 towards campground, across from auto 

sales at 113 French King Hwy. Meet in day use parking lot, near picnic 

area & showers.
