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Trails are open Monday-Saturday 8:30 am-4:00 pm, May—Thanksgiving, except
on holiday weekends. Trails close promptly at 4:00 pm and driveway gate is locked.

Gravel roads are for service vehicles -bicycles, motorcycles, & ATVs are not allowed.

Observe: Listen to nature. Children should always be accompanied by an adult.
